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Citizens Challenge EU Leaders

The many projects and activities described in this year's report reflect our mission: To enhance the debate
with our fellow citizens about the necessity for a more democratic and efficient European Union based on

common values.

The messages from citizens are clear and ambitious: Citizens want an EU that leads the world on
environmental issues, especially in policies fighting climate change and promoting a sustainable use of energy.
They want a stronger voice for the EU in world affairs, on questions of peace, security and development.
They want the EU to be stronger in policies concerning equal opportunities and family care. They ask for

higher standards in child protection, in policies for the elderly and cross-border access to medical assistance.

On the one hand they expect the EU to be more than a single market and to secure harmonised social as
well as economic policies. On the other hand, there are those who are anxious about more harmonisation.
Overall citizens are asking for “more Europe’”, and additionally a more direct dialogue with
the EU's institutions.

However, citizens are not interested in systems design, they have pointed clearly to preferred EU policy
outcomes and destinations — they are not especially interested in the car's engine but are more focused
on its ability to travel to the desired policy destinations. In short, they are results and not process oriented.
Citizens want results that correspond to their expectations and they expect delivery from

Europe’s politicians.
The EU's institutions and decision-making mechanism have to befit this purpose.

We call upon the EU Heads of State and Government to avoid a low-level compromise that
would significantly dilute the existing Constitutional text. \We believe that it is essential to design a

new European Union fit for our times and capable of fulfilling the expectations of its citizens.

The four workshops aimed first at finding methods
to transfer experiences made in Germany to
other regions in Europe — based on the concept
‘Communicating Europe & European Agenda’
(CEEA). This consists of amongst other things,
EU-briefings (briefing on the programme of the new
EU-Presidency) and EU-De-Briefings (breakfasts
after the European Councils). Both briefings usually
gather hundreds of participants of the organised
civil society, the business world and actors from the
political institutions. In addition, the four workshops
put emphasis on the programme of the German
EU-Presidency.

Secondly, these workshops were aimed at continuing
the cooperation already initiated in August 2004
and November 2005, with the aim of bringing
together representatives of NGOs, interest groups
and representatives of the EU institutions and to
improve their communication and networking.

In 2006, in the framework of the new perspectives
on the EU enlargement to Bulgaria, Croatia, Romania
andTurkey, the EMIin partnership with the “Centre de
Théorie politique de I'Université Libre de Bruxelles”
launched a regular debate under the form of a
‘Cycle of lectures’.

The first event was organised on 25 April 2006 in
the form of a roundtable discussion on the theme
of: ‘the EU political identity in the perspective of new
Enlargements’. |t gathered experts from universities,
European civil society organisations, European and
Belgian political institutions and the media (20
participants).

This roundtable was followed by a conference open
to the public at the European Parliament on 14
June 2006 under the title: “The New perspectives of
the European Union Enlargement - Turkey revealing
the European Identity’. This event was organised in
partnership with the European Movement Belgium
and was attended by some 200 participants from
different cultural backgrounds and professional
occupations.

Following those two events and the interest shown by
the participants, the EM Federal Council of June 2006
launched a new working group on ‘Enlargement’.
After exchanges of opinions via internet, the first
meeting took place in Helsinki (December 2006).

This WG was launched at the Federal Council of
June 2006. After exchanges of opinions via internet
between the members of the working group, the
first meeting took place in Helsinki (December 2006)
where its President Charles-Ferdinand Nothomb
presented a draft opinion on the Barcelona process
policy and the European Neighbourhood policy,
which was then approved by the Federal Council.

It agreed to focus its work on ) the establishment
of the Algiers Observatory 2) the question of visa
delivery to ‘Dialogue carriers' based on two official
papers: the Declaration and the Action Plan of
the EU-Africa Summit (Rabat, July 2006) and the
Communication of the EC to the European Council
and the European Parliament on strengthening the
European Neighbourhood policy (December 2006).

The EMI organised a conference in honour of Ismail
Serageldin, Director of the Bibliotheca Alexandrina,
together with Charles-Ferdinand Nothomb, and
the President of the Belgium Senate, Anne-Marie
Lizin on the ‘South-North Mediterranean Dialogue:
Towards an Alliance of Civilisation’. C.-F. Nothomb

and |. Serageldin also met Eneko Landaburu, Director
General, External Relation, and Jan Figel, European
Commissioner for Education, Training, Culture and
Multilingualism.

Charles-Ferdinand Nothomb delivered a speech
at the 4th Arab Reform Forum annual meeting in
Alexandrina (1-3 March 2007) on the theme of:
‘Human rights, Women, and Development'.

This conference, organised under the patronage of
the Follow up Committee of the Algiers Congress,
aimed to facilitate visa delivery procedures for
citizens from the Maghreb working in the Euro-
Mediterranean Dialogue (students, NGO members,
businessmen, scientists, etc.).

In Algeria, Charles-Ferdinand Nothomb met the
Algerian Minister of Foreign Affairs, Mohamed Bedjaoui,
and discussed, with the Algeria Mediterranean
Committee, the establishment of the future Euro
Mediterranean Observatory.
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In Tunisia, Charles-Ferdinand Nothomb was invited
to participate in the International Forum of Realities
on the theme ‘Migration into the Euro-Maghreb
Area’. He also met the President of the Tunisian
Parliament, Fouad Mebazaa, the Minister of Foreign
Affairs, Abdallah Abdelwahab and finally took part
in the Tunisian Follow-up Committee of the Algiers
Congress.

Working group: EU in the World

The ‘EU in the World" Working Group published an
appeal to the Finnish Presidency on the ‘Need for an
EU Foreign Minister’ and handed it, together with the
Union of European Federalists (UEF) and the Young
European Federalists (JEF), to the Foreign Affairs
Minister of the Finnish Government, Erkki Tuomioja,
on 28 September 2006.

At the second EMI Federal Council of 2006, the
members of the WG and all the delegates of the
European Movement decided to include the ‘Climate
change’ issue in the WG competences. A conference
on ‘Climate Change — the creation of a North-South
Climate Community’ was organised at the European
Parliament in April 2007. Major environmental NGOs
and MEPs participated in the event.

Working group: Constitutional affairs

The Working Group met twice: in Brussels and
Helsinki, contemplating the best ways of rescuing
the content of the European Constitution. On the
occasion of the EU's 50th Anniversary, the European
Movement published a declaration presenting a
vision for the future EU.

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3. TRANS-NATIONAL PROJECTS
COORDINATED BY THE EMI

The Projects and Information Department (PID)
has strongly contributed to strengthening the image
of the European Movement International in recent
years. One of the great successes of the EMI
has been its increased visibility, competence and
recognition in European affairs. Since the turn of the
millennium, the European Movement International
has again positioned itself at the forefront of Civil
Society. Much of this success must be credited
to the EMI's National Councils and International
Member Organisations, which have actively and
effectively contributed to trans-national projects.
Over the last five years the PID has developed
considerably, both in terms of personnel and of
budgetary means: a sound financial ‘loop’ has been
created for the coming years. In 2006/2007, the EMI
has been the lead partner in six main campaigns.

Building on the success of past years, the EMI
coordinated the Europe Day celebrations.Year after
year,the enthusiasm of the participating organisations
(includinglocaland national organisations cooperating
and supporting the EMI National Councils) and
the successful formula adopted have considerably
increased the understanding of European goals,

methods and values within and outside the EU. The
number of participating countries has also increased,
as well as the number of organisations involved on
the local and national level.

Campaigns in 2006 and 2007 in brief:

30 European countries involved in co-operation
with the National Councils and International
Member Organisations of the EMI. Local and
national supporting organisations and media
were also involved.

Over 300 activities, including conferences, interactive
games days, radio programmes, festivals, concerts,
youth competitions, workshops, roundtable
debates, seminars and exhibitions.

The annual ‘European Contribution of the Year
Award’, which honours a person or an institution
for its engagement in the European integration
process, was organised in participating countries.
This Europe-wide public award proved to be an
effective tool for strengthening and highlighting
both the trans-national nature and the symbolic
meaning of the project.

Thousands of European Citizens reached directly
through the events and Millions of people
indirectly, through extensive media coverage.

2006 to facilitate the debate on the European
Union. It is set in the framework on the Plan D
launched by the European Commission and it seeks
to collect the opinions and concerns of European
citizens on European Affairs. It will end in December
2007.

Partnership

The campaign is built around a strong partnership
with the Young European Federalists (JEF), Union
of European Federalists (UEF), European Students'
Forum (AEGEE) and Fondation EurActiv. All these
large platforms have strong national networks,
providing the campaign with a Europe-wide
coverage in 27 countries. The campaign also features
gender mainstreaming, by including the Centro di
Iniziativa Europea (CdIE), an organisation with vast
experience in this area.

Activities, tools and methodology

The campaign is presented virtually and face-to-
face, combining the thought-provoking ideas of the
‘What has Europe ever done for us!" animation
with a series of around 300 local / national /
European events in 27 EU countries and 27
localised webportals in 22 languages with on-line
forums and multimedia content. In this, we aim to
offer a complete debating experience to a large
number of EU citizens.

Votes at the « EUTrade onTrial » debate (Speak up Europe)

The campaign adopts several qualitative and
quantitative methodologies. Through on-line polls,
questionnaires, pre- and post-debate voting and on-
line chat rooms, it gathers a large set of comments,
fears, recommendations and opinions on the EU
structure and policies.

The Centro di Iniziativa Europea, as a reference to
the animation ‘What has Europe ever done for us?,
produced a CD-rom entitled ‘What has Europe
done for women?. This interactive tool aims to
inform citizens on the progress of gender equality
in the framework of the construction of the EU
(CD enclosed).

Feedback to EU decision-makers

Throughout the campaign, feedback from debates,
on-line forums and results of questionnaires will be
carefully collected. To maximize the outcome and
to direct the concerns and opinions of the citizens
towards the EU decision-makers,two comprehensive
feedback reports are to be presented in May and
December 2007.

3.3. ‘Pariteia’: Europe-wide information
campaign on gender equality

From November 2005 to January 2007, the
European Movement International in partnership
with 9 specialized direct partners in ltaly, Latvia,
the Netherlands, Poland, and Spain launched a
transnational information and consultation campaign
aiming to foster the role of men in gender equality
and promote gender equality in active European
citizenship.

The Executive Committee deals with the day-to-day
management of the EMI.

5.1. EMI websites

The website of the EMI (www.europeanmovement.
eu, in English and French) is the backbone of the
EMI external and internal communication strategy.
[t is the main tool designed to involve European
stakeholders and multipliers and to connect the
EM network in the most effective way possible. It
features regular updates about EMI activities, makes
available international news about its network,
increasingly includes services such as the EMI
eNewsletter, a subscription to EMI Press Releases
and also provides a‘Members’ Area’ for the national
councils and member organisations.

The number of visitors to the website was
relatively stable at around 5.000 visits per month. In
2006, over 60.000 people visited the EMI website
alone. Together with projects’ driven websites,
the number of visitors doubles to approximately
120.000 for 2006. In the first half of 2007, the EMI
website alone counted further 30.000 visitors.
